2) Special Issues 2021
The special issue (Beyond language policy intention to implementation: Evidence of multilingualism in South African primary school classrooms) was published in October 2021 with Professor Surette van Staden (University of Pretoria) as Guest Editor. A total of six articles were received. All six were selected for publication based on peer review. Reviewers included an impressive collection of international scholars (6) in the field of Language, whose time and expertise is acknowledged and greatly appreciated by the SAJE Executive.
3) SAJE Website and Digitisation

· A total of 5,309 users (166 new) are currently registered on the SAJE website.
· The total number of visits (articles opened) to the SAJE website are 738612 with 3,774,494 hits (i.e. the index had been opened) during this report period (see Appendix A).

4) Statistics

For the time frame January-December 2021 manuscript submissions for review to SAJE totalled 212, of which 73 were by national scholars and 139 international scholars (see Appendix B). Of the above submissions 96 was accepted for refereeing. In total, 86 peer-reviewed articles were published in the six 2021-issues. Of the submitted articles 61 (22 national, 39 international) are being revised for resubmission, 77 submissions (19 national, 58 international) were declined, and 72 (30 national, 42 international) are in the review process.
