For the time frame January-December 2024 manuscript submissions for review to SAJE totalled 240, of which 52 were by national scholars and 188 international scholars (see Appendix D). Of the submitted articles 33 (5 national, 28 international) are being revised for resubmission, 104 submissions (12 national, 92 international) were declined, and 22 (17 national, 5 international) are in the review process.

Self-directed learning has become a sine qua non in the complex landscape of the 21st century, characterised by transformation and rapidly changing information. Learners should be assisted to develop the skills to, as self-directed learners, take responsibility for their own learning. Unfortunately, many South African classrooms and learning environments are characterised by a transmission-mode pedagogy that does not enhance self-directed learning (Mentz & De Beer, 2019; Mentz & Oosthuizen, 2016). Knowles (1975:18) describes self-directed learning as “a process in which individuals take the initiative, with or without the help of others, in diagnosing their learning needs, formulating learning goals, identifying human and material resources, choosing and implementing appropriate learning strategies and evaluating outcomes.” The strong focus on good throughput rates in summative assessments often results in the marginalisation of pedagogies such as problem-based and cooperative-learning approaches that might enhance self-directed learning. An important question is whether self-directed learning receives sufficient emphasis in both pre-service and in-service teacher education. Do teachers have the knowledge and skills to apply processes and provide conducive contexts that would support the development of self-directed attributes in learners? (Hiemstra & Brockett, 2012). In this special issue we explore strategies, methods, and best practices for promoting self-directed learning across various educational contexts, including formal schooling, higher education, informal learning environments as well as different cultural contexts.

Types of Manuscripts Expected

We are in search of innovative contributions that would enhance the scholarship of self-directed learning manuscripts that deal with questions such as the following:

· How can contexts conducive for the enhancement of self-directed learning be created in learning environments?

· How could pedagogical and assessment approaches, strategies and/or methods result in enhanced self-directed learning in various contexts?

· How can best practice be implemented to enhance self-directed learning?

Although many countries in sub-Saharan Africa are taking substantial strides to transform and provide “quality education for all”, the continent is troubled with challenges of a massive out-of-school population. Two in 10 learners of primary school age and well over half of adolescents of high school age do not attend school. In about half of African countries the drop-out rate among primary school learners is just below 10% and at over 50% for high school learners. This alarming rate is increasing in several countries. The enormous disparities in African education systems require immediate attention. It is imperative that all African children are provided with a safe, exhilarating, and healthy environment in which they can attain their full potential. Transforming education must be at the heart of countries’ efforts to build meaningful and sustainable development and economic growth. Scrutinising a transformed education in Africa from early childhood to university level should set out the interconnected factors that prevent children from accessing a quality education, among them geographical location, poverty, gender, disability, religion, race, political conflicts, and displacement. It shows that in most countries there are wide rifts in opportunities between children from the wealthiest and poorest households, between children from urban and rural areas, and between boys and girls. Unequal education in the sub-Saharan region presents a mosaic of imbalances that are extreme and still hinges on oppression. It is evident that education pivots on two faces of education – one that fits poor society and the other that fits wealthy society. These extremes of poor and rich demonstrate the inequality found in our education system and society.

It is against this background that the South African Journal of Education calls for papers that will pronounce issues focussing on the theme. Authors are requested to study and comply with the journal policy before submitting manuscripts.
